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This has been a year for making history here in Linn
County, across the country and around the world
-- gas at $4 a gallon, businesses sold or closed,
families priced out of their homes and weighed down
by debt, food shortages and food prices at all time
highs.

But it's the history that we made through United Way
of Linn County that put us on page one of the April 4,
2008 Albany Democrat-Herald, above the fold, under
the banner headline: 2United Way hits $1 million goal®° The news around
us is what makes our news especially signi®ant.

We did it, friends. As we reported in April, 162 businesses conducted
campaigns this year and 80% of them raised more money than last year.
The breadth of the giving ranged from corporate executives of major
industries to minimum-wage line staff at fast-food restaurants, about
3,600 individuals in all.

We worked hard in this 50th anniversary year to give every person in
Linn County the opportunity to give and to help others in need. The cash
and pledges add up to more than $1 million - for the @st time ever - but
don't forget those who also gave by mowing, painting, pruning, weeding,
hammering, sweeping, moving, or planting on our annual Day of Caring.
Or our ongoing and growing efforts with Medical Teams International,
Linn-Benton Community College, and local dentists to provide critical
dental care to children and the homeless. A pain-free smile, a hug, or a
sincere thank-you pay out in so many ways.

We can't slack off. We conducted our second needs assessment survey
this winter of health care professionals, human services providers,
law enforcement of@cers, and educators to ask what they see as the
most pressing needs for young children, teens, seniors, people with
disabilities, and all other Linn County residents. The survey results
should help our 27 partner agencies evaluate the services they now
provide and how they might shift direction to help their clients more
effectively. The results will certainly help our board and campaign team
as we begin our 51st year of federated fundraising.

Thank you for your hard work in this historic year. We have more to do,
and | know we can count on each other to get it done.

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For over 50 years, the United Way of
Linn County has been helping those less
fortunate in our community. To kick off our
50-year Anniversary, we set a goal to raise
$1,000,000 for health and human service
programming to address the needs of our
community. With this lofty goal in mind,
the community gathered together both their
resources and energy to accomplish this
amazing feat.

For the @st time in organizational history, the annual fundraising
campaign raised over a million dollars for health and human
service programming in Linn County. The accomplishment of
this goal was made possible by the generosity of thousands
of people in workplaces throughout Linn County, including
employees at the new Lowe's Distribution Center who raised
over $25,000 in their ®rst-ever campaign.

Other highlights of the last year include the expansion of
our low income dental program, with the help of some very
generous local dentists. Hundreds of individuals in need of
dental care, including a large number of children, sought and
received relief as a result of our efforts. We held free dental
clinics for low income individuals in Albany, Sweet Home, and
at Linn Benton Community College. The estimated worth of
these services is well over $150,000 dollars in dental care.

The United Way also conducted its bi-annual needs assessment
of our community. It showed that we still need to @d solutions
to problems in Linn County including the lack of health care
for the working poor, dental care, mental health care, drug
abuse and after school activities for children. This survey will
help United Way direct funding to community needs and while
making the greatest impact with donor's dollars.

Finally, | would like to thank the volunteers who have made
the United Way of Linn County one of the most successful
United Ways in the State of Oregon. A total of 739 volunteers
contributed over $174,000 worth of time to our organization.
This allows us to make a meaningful difference throughout
Linn County. They are truly the life blood of our organization.

In the 2008 community needs assesment, dental
care ranked ®th as a pressing need in Linn
County. The Oregon Smile Survey, put together
by the Department of Human Services, ranks
Oregon 25t out of 32 states in percent of school
children with untreated decay.

The survey also noted that one of ®e children
in grades 1-3 have rampant decay, meaning
decay in seven or more teeth.

United Way is tackling this problem with the
help of an independent grant provided by the
Oregon Dental Foundation and with donated
time from the Linn-Benton Community College
Dental School and local area dentists.

In the past six months, over 50 individuals have
been helpled, with plans for an additional 300
patients this year.
