Just a year ago,
Christi Frietag will admit that she spent more time socializing in school than studying.
However, it was just a year ago when Christi's lifestyle changed dramatically.

It happened just a week before her 18th
birthday. Christi and her friends were

jumping on her father's trampoline. They
were playing a game called 2crack the egg®
where one person sits cross-legged in the
middle as long as they can while others
jump trying to get the 2eggP to break their

hold. Christi, the egg, was about to let go
when she landed incorrectly on her neck.
She knew something was terribly wrong
when her body went numb and she was
unable to move. The fall had broken her
neck and left her disabled, a quadriplegic,
unable to move from the waist down.

From that day on, Christi has been on a very dd@ and traumatic journey. In the
past year Christi visited so many hospitals she lost count. She has had multiple
operations, been pushed to the limits in rehabilitation and was told several times that
she was lucky just to be alive. Above all, Christi knew that she wanted taig&h high
school and do something great with her life.

Because of her disability, Christi would not be able to attend public high school, but
she was able to stay at home and take on-line classes. This was wonderful news for
Christi and her Mom until they realized the cost of internet service. After months of
medical bills and rehabilitation classes, the Frietags did not have the budget for such
an expense.

When United Way found out about Christi's desire to continue her education, they
found a way to provide internet service and even worked with a partner agency, the
Boy's and Girls Club of Albany, to have a computer built for Christi. The children
involved in the club's Computer Science program took on the challenge. The children
at the club learned about compiling and programming a computer system and their
project, the computer, will change Christi's life forever.

Christi is on schedule to graduate in June 2008 and will take classes at Linn Benton
Community College to help her achieve her dream of advocating for the disabled.
